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The MOLDOVA WUSHU OPEN 2019 Championship with international participation – 2nd Confucius
Institute Wushu Cup (kungfu) & 5th National Wushu Championship (taolu) took place on May 26,
2019, in the polyvalent hall of the sports complex of the State University of Physical Education and
Sports, in which the State Agency on Intellectual Property (AGEPI) participated as a partner.

The event was organized by the Moldova Wushu Federation, the Confucius Institute under the Free
International University of Moldova (ULIM) and the Embassy of the People’s Republic of China in the
Republic of Moldova.

The participants were awarded medals and diplomas, and on the part of AGEPI received gifts and
information materials in the field of intellectual property.
